Policy Summit Leadership
The programmatic content, logistic and financial leadership for this effort is a working partnership of the Los Angeles Area clubs of three international women’s service organizations: Soroptimist International; Business and Professional Women, International; and the American Association of University Women, International.  The local partner group, Project Five-0-Los Angeles, has involved collaborators from not for profit organizations and groups, government agencies, community groups, service organizations, and others to work with us on the development of the content and marketing for the event.

Policy Summit Goal 

We seek to produce an event that will be of value to those who are accountable for services to and the safety of the population of affected women; and those who have the authority to drive needed change in what is available and accessible to the affected population in the Los Angeles Area.  
Using the findings and best practice recommendations from reports of local and regional research and development efforts that address Intimate Partner Violence (IPV) against women, and the input of informed persons dealing with this problem we seek to add to the knowledge of and to bring to public attention to information about:

· findings regarding the potential value of the violence patterns of an intimate partner in the development of useful and tailored safety plans for IPV victims,  and the potential use of death review findings in preventing future IPV homicides;

· organized interventions with individuals, in the system in place to address violence against women, and community level interventions, that appear to be the most useful in preventing reducing, and ending the violent behavior of persons within intimate relationships; and 

· opportunities for improvement in the deployment of resources to prevent, detect, prosecute and apply consequences to violence against women and to assist the victim survivors of violence against women In the Los Angeles Area.

Policy Summit Approach
On October 6, 2009, the Project Five-0-Los Angeles collaborative will present a one day policy summit that includes two plenary speakers, four focused workshops and a review of accomplishments from the recommendations that emerged from the 2008 policy summit.  

We will use our web site to facilitate communication with summit participants and interested persons.  

We will once again offer endorsement opportunities to federal, state and local elected officials.

Policy Summit Workshop Themes
Workshop #1 - Planning for Safety – Do dating and just being in your community have to be dangerous?
Workshop #2 - Hidden IPV Victims – Who are the women below the radar? 
Workshop #3 - IPV Perpetrators – Do patterns of personal development and patterns of IPV violence foretell life paths, violence outcomes and useful interventions?
Workshop #4 - Femicide and Death Review – Can the findings of death review be applied to prevent homicide outcomes in IPV?  
Policy Summit Participants

In 2008, two hundred and thirty-four participants attended from as far north as Seattle, Washington and as far south as San Diego, California.  They represented public agencies including law enforcement, health, and social services; private corporate programs; private not-for-profit shelter and protection services; foundations; women’s service and advocacy groups; and policy groups.  

To expand knowledge and drive public awareness of IPV and useful interventions into this behavior, we seek participation from practitioners from all aspects of the system of response to IPV, community leaders in communications and practitioners in community organization and development.  We invite contributions to the knowledge base for this issue, suggestions of prioritized recommendations for the improvement of the system to prevent, intervene into, and prosecute these offences, and to assist the survivors. 

2008 Policy Summit Recommendations Follow-up Report:   
A panel of local leaders accepted and supported the exploration of four workshop recommendations.  
· Develop a regional data-base on incidents and circumstances of crimes violence against women because they are women.  This data collection and transformation into information would serve to improve the response to this crime and to inform the public and community leaders on the nature, extent and consequences of this crime.   
· Development of a data base of programs of service for women who are victims of violence to ensure the initiation of services at the earliest time.  
· Explore the development of legislation to increase the tax on alcohol sales to increase services to women who are victims of violence because they are women.

· Explore the development and installation of violence prevention programs in Los Angeles County Probation Camps.
